Old business

Treasurers report approx $11,800

Facility update - we need our tax exempt form.  Jim McAndrew volunteered to obtain it.

ICWL Report - Dan Leon of Conestoga is the new president.  He is very active and putting forth several new initiatives: Hall of Fame, Elite Program, & Dual Meets.  We will wrestle teams closer to home this year.

PJW’s - previously, there was one regional qualifier for States.  This year there will be district qualifiers for the regional.

Weaver Duals - We did not have enough wrestlers to enter a team, but there are openings at 106, 112, 136, & HWT for anyone who is interested.

Cheerleading – Peyton Salmi paid the full price to the camp, but paid $40 to us.  This works out to be the same cost, so it was left as is.

Tina is returning, but we haven’t been able to touch base with her yet. 

We are looking for representation for the cheerleaders at the meetings.

Indian Camp - All the feedback was very positive.  It was a worthwhile learning and team-building experience, which we will seek to repeat next year, assuming funds permit.

Web Site - It looks great and cost $146.  We will be obtaining a sponsor for the site.

Head Coach - John Stay will return as a coach, but is not interested in the head coach position.  
Rich Palmer and Andy Sanko refused the head coach position, but will be joining us as guest clinicians.  
We will be looking into additional clinicians, ie: Dale Bonsall.

New Business

Purchasing – Maureen Hayes has found someone to produce 100 Neshaminy Wrestling Magnets for $360.  The committee agreed to purchase them for resale to our members.
She will be obtaining three bids for the T-shirts.  We will be going with the lowest bid/per 100 shirts.
High School Golf Outing – It was unanimously agreed to support the high school program by sponsoring a $250 hole at their golf outing.  This enabled us to post a sign at the tournament and got us a full page ad in their seasonal program.
Sponsorships – We will be offering Bronze ($150), Silver ($300), Gold ($450), and Platinum ($600) sponsorships this year.  As incentive to obtain sponsorships, family membership fee will be waived if they obtain $300 in sponsorship and the child will receive one “Neshaminy Buck” for every ten dollars they bring in which can be applied to the team store for camps, videos, spirit gear, etc.
Ken Chertow has expressed a desire to sponsor the club this year.  (Last year he donated 100 singlets, several DVD’s, and offered to be a guest clinician.)  He will sponsor the website, and rather than asking for cash, we will receive his sponsorship in the form of a gift certificate.

Registration – The cost will remain the same.  Dates will be Oct. 2nd, Oct. 14th, and Oct. 27th.  We will try to do remote registration at Penndel and other sport fields as well.

DVD Library - It was determined to not be worth the cost and maintenance efforts.
