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T OYS FOR T OTS IN  H ONOR  OF TRAVIS MANION  

Being the son of a Marine, Travis Manion moved often during his first 10 years until settling in 
1990 in Doylestown, PA.  In 1999, Travis graduated from La Salle High School, where he 
lettered in wrestling, football, and lacrosse. He earned All-American honors in wrestling and 
was the recipient of the Hal Selvey, Jr. Memorial Award for Unselfish Dedication and Leader-
ship presented by the Philadelphia Wrestling Association in 1999.  He excelled both on the 
athletic fields and in the classroom at LaSalle where he maintained a 3.7 GPA.  Travis then 
went on to wrestle for the US Naval Academy.  He was a national top 20 wrestler and won the 
2002-2003 Weems Award for Leadership and Dedication presented by the Naval Academy 
Wrestling Association. 

At the end of his college career, Travis followed his fatherõs example and chose to accept his 
commission as a Marine Corps officer.  Shortly after arriving at his first duty station, Travis 
was sent with his unit to Iraq for his first tour.  During his time in the country, he served hon-
orably in many critical missions.

He returned home in 2006, but was selected to lead a small detail of Marines to help 
train the Iraqi soldiers how to bring freedom and peace to their country.  While on shore 
leave, attending an Eagles game with his friends, they joked that they could push him 
down the steps and break his leg so he wouldnõt have to go back to war.  With total seri-
ousness, Travis turned to his friends and said, "If not me, then who?"  He was deter-
mined to answer his countryõs call once again. 

Travis deployed back to Iraq on December 26th 2006 for his second tour.  

During his final patrol mission on Sunday, April 29, 2007, Travis was killed by enemy 
sniper fire in the Al Anbar Province of Iraq while fighting courageously against an enemy 
ambush.  In honor of Travis, and as a true testament to how much he is admired, the 
Iraqi's have named their new headquarters òCombat Outpost Manion.ó  He will be fur-
ther honored this Friday, Dec. 5th at the Doylestown Courthouse, when he is posthu-
mously presented the Silver Star.

On Sunday 11/16/08, Mark Farley wrestled for the gold medal against Kyle Jacksic (Blairstown), last yearõs USAW-NJ Scholas-
tic State Championships runner up.  Mark battled very well for his first outing of the new season.  Jacksic came after Mark's head 
right off the whistle. But Mark scored the takedown in the headlock battle and spent most of the first period trying to muscle out 
a fall.  He came very close, but could just not get the kid's other shoulder down.  The 1st period ended 5-0 in Mark's favor.  Mark 
won the toss an elected down.  He got the reversal to go up 7-0.  Unfortunately, Mark just couldn't hold Jacksic down.  He got 
reversed and got taken to his back. The 2nd period ended 7-5.   Jacksic chose down in the third and it was no surprise Mark again 
had problems holding him down.  Mark got reversed again and taken to his back once more to trail 10-7 with about 30 seconds 
left in the match.  

Mark didn't stay down for long.  He fought hard and gained a reversal.  In addition, Jacksic got called for a penalty for scissoring 
his head.  Regulation time ended in a 10-10 tie. 

At the beginning of the overtime, Mark got caught off-guard right off the whistle.  Jacksic got in deep on his legs with a quick 
shot.  Mark tried to hang on, but was just not strong enough to keep him from getting the takedown.   

Though Mark did not win this one, it was a very good experience for him. He learned a lot of positive things about himself in 
those tough 3 and a half minutes that he'll carry into the upcoming season.

GOOD  TIME AND  GOOD  TECHNIQUE  AT  THE                                        

CHERTOWN  CAMP THANKSGIVING  WEEKEND 

Shawn Devonshire, Noah Kisselback, Dante Cianfarra, and Coaches Ed and Joe took a trip up to State College this weekend for a 
two day clinic by Ken Chertow.  It was very hard work, but also fun.  Even coach Ed got put to work, wrestling a 275 pound high 
school student all weekend.  The atmosphere was intense and the boys visibly improved, especially Sean, who stayed upstairs with 
the older group. 

Penn State freshman, Quentin Wright, was there to share with the kids his favor-
ite moves and the secrets to his success.  Quentin was a two time PA State 
Champion and three times finalist, went 39-0 as a senior with 27 pins, and was 
named the PIAA Most Outstanding Wrestler.  He won the 2008 FILA Junior 
Freestyle National Championship and placed second in Greco-Roman at that 
event.  He then went on to win the bronze medal while representing USA in the 
FILA World Championships in Turkey this year. 

Quentin told the kids that the best students, be they on the mat or in the class 
room, are always up front.  They are always the first ones to get to the instructor 
and listen to everything that is said.  The most successful students treat knowl-
edge as a gift and donõt waste it.  The foolish, less successful wrestlers/students/
people take there time, and hang out in the back where the knowledge is filtered

through all the distractions that get in the way.  He also talked about the importance of associating with the right people.  Do not 
be unevenly yoked with people of lower character, because they will bring you down, he warned.  Instead hang out with people 
who have similar goals and values, or as Solomon put it, òAs iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another.ó (Proverbs 27:17) 

We will be returning to State College for another 
Chertow Camp during the Winter Break, likely 
12/29 & 12/30, so if you are interested in tagging 
along, see Coach Ed.  The camp is held inside the 
Ramada Inn, with a heated indoor pool.  Parents 
are welcome to watch, video tape, or join in, so itõs 
a neat holiday get away scheduled perfectly for the 
upcoming wrestling season.
